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eading on KRCL is a daily

program in a simple half-

hour format which features

just that: READING. Once

a month a program or a
series of programs focuses on a
Utah writer reading his or her own
work of prose in fiction or non-
fiction. But most of the readers are
not the authors. They are people
with a special expertise in an area
of literature and a desire to share a
work for which they have strong
feelings, and they are people with
a willingness and skill as readers.
The list of participants reads like a
list of who's who in the arts and
sciences of Salt Lake.

READING is the concept of
producer Carleen Jimenez, who
had heard a similar program in the
San Francisco Bay Area. "It was
the kind of thing | turned the radio
on for,"” she says. She has been
trying to get a program like
READING on the air since 1980
when she returned to Salt Lake
City to live. Through the support
of friends and a grant from the
Utah Arts Council, Jimenez and
engineer Roly Pearson persevered
and started production in the fall
of 1985. Jimenez liked to be read to,
but it was more than that.

“| learned a great deal listening
to the selections of the readers
every day, five days a week, for
twenty years. When | thought
about what | had gathered about
the world from such an experi-
ence, it was mind-boggling. The

program in Salt Lake became
obvious.”

“I think that you must design a
program like this around the
specific needs of a particular
community. | am from this area
and am aware of the various
groups which make up Salt Lake.
What better way to learn about
each other than by sharing our
stories?”

“The range of readings we've
selected is wide, not only on a
local basis, but national and inter-
national as well—Salt Lake needs
to know that it's a part of the
world. Diversity is a strength in a
program such as ours. Yes, we are
looking for a flow of ideas and a
clash of ideas, connections and
collisions. We are seeking to offer

our listeners options, choices.”

The program week to week will
have eclectic energy—from the
ancient through the classical to the
modern. Layer that with the
avante-garde and the traditional
and add the ingredients of
regional, national, international
and universal, and you begin to
see that this half hour every day is
going to turn the listerners’ heads
in a new direction. “By being
eclectic, we will keep balanced. |
see this as a long term commit-
ment. | listened to the readings in
Berkeley for twenty years. | hope
that we can assess the cumulative
effect of our program in such a
long run.”

One of the fundamental beliefs
that led Jimenez to produce
READING is that “people might
lack information, but they are
intelligent. Commercialism has
interferred with the meaningful
transfer of information., We are
addressed in every medium as if
our maximum attention span is ten
minutes. | don't believe that."

The things that can be learned
by listening to a half-hour reading
are manifold. The program is
aimed at illiteracy by making
reading interesting and accessible.
It will engage thinkers with new
information and beautiful ways of
delivering old information; it will
heighten awareness of syntax,
imagery, idea, and offer the
conciliation and challenge of
human contact on an intellectual
and emotional level.

after Spring Radio-

thon's close, and the

warm glow of success

has not yet begun to
fade. Thanks to over one thousand
eight hundred of you, and our
stellar volunteer work force, our
goal of forty-eight thousand
dollars in pledges was met and
surpassed. As it now stands, well
over forty-nine thousand dollars
have been pledged to KRCL, and a
trickle of donations continues to
come in. This was our most
successful Radiothon ever, and we,
KRCL staff and volunteers, thank
those of you who donated most
sincerely.

The goal of Radiothon is to raise
a significant portion of our annual
operating budget. But of course,
an adequate budget is simply the
means to a much more significant
end, better programming. The
recent addition of a weekly thirty
minute KRCL news broadcast,
scheduled at noon each Friday,
and the new Monday through
Friday eleven a.m. series, Reading,
(described elsewhere in this
program guide), represent two
steps toward this end. As
mentioned previously in this space
KRCL will be constructing a
satellite downlink later this year.

Ten people all
in agreement seemed impressive
and we felt we couldn't do better.

One thing I've learned on this
walk i1s that people can’t agree on
much. Even when a group gathers
with common goals. Even when
they all respect and profess love
for each other. Even when they all
would denounce having any
desires to make decisions for
others. Even when the whole of the
community is striving for govern-
ment by consensus. Something
prevents widespread agreement.
Thoughts of taking the song idea
any further brought visions of long
exhausting discussions clarifying
details. Words being taken literally.
A line that doesn't fit. Explanations
that the words “a good theme
song” do not mean “the only good
theme song.” Discussions

%

disecting, naming, classifying,
limiting, but not feeling. Inapprop-
riate importance placed on details
of theme, activity, and self. Lost
perspective. Lost humor. Serious-
ness instead of intensity.

Since | first arrived at the
march there were efforts to get the
people who would be walking and
working involved in the decision
making process. Though an
organization was created which
would give the marchers input it
was never developed into more
than a forum of complaints. The
structure proved inadequate for
the people using it. Policy was
decided by an unseen few. When
mistakes were made or promises
went unfulfilled the marcher
meetings became long sessions of
complaining, blaming, and
questioning. The few new ideas for
restructuring could not get past
our fears. The times that it seemed
like the parent could no longer
stand behind us we were unable to
act. Our desires to take everyones
feelings into account paralyzed us.
The parent remained in control.
The parent got 1,000 people to
L.A., out of L.A., and 120 miles
east to Barstow. The organization
then collapsed under debt and
dissension. They had failed to do
what no one else had ever been
able to do. The march was all ours.
The people who had the wisdom of
past mistakes were discarded—
made scapegoats of our fears.
Again we were paralyzed by our
ideals. After three weeks in
Barstow organizing, gathering
funds, and developing a
government that could move the

march we were on the road again,
looking exactly like we had in the
beginning. The Great Peace March
Inc. mirrored ProPeace Inc. Only
the names had been changed.

It is difficult to see clearly one’s
own culture, one's own history,
one's own hypocrisy, one’s own
mistakes. It is difficult to come up
with viable alternatives to what one
has been trained to do. It is
difficult to shed the history of tens
of thousands of years of human
nature. It is difficult to really
change basics. The 500 people
who have walked across California,
the mojave desert, and are now
heading for more deserts; who
have deep desires to live in peace
and harmony with the whole of the
'planet; are searching for answers
to thousand year old questions.
Searching for a world free of
mistrust and inequality; a world
free of nuclear bombs, security
guards, and |.D. badges; a govern-
ment for the people by the people.
They won't find any answers. They
won't be able to create that
utopian community they want.
They are normal folks. But they'll
make it to Washington D.C. They
are off their asses and they're
doing something. They are giving
themselves and everyone who
becomes involved with them
courage. Courage to learn.to grow,
to experiment, to place oneself,
one's lifestyle, one's possessions at
risk so peace may exist. | respect
and support all of them.

ince making the

decision to leave,

I've been awash in a

myriad of emotions:

relief, sorrow, jubi-
lance, despair. You name it. I've
probably felt it. In case you're
wondering, let me be more
specific. As of May 15th, | will no
longer be a full time employee of
KRCL. | will, of course, continue
alternating on Monday Drive Time
with John and | hope to do more
independent production. And other
possibilities with KRCL are
pending but exact specifications
are uncertain.

Needless to say, there is a
certain amout of melancholy and
ambivalence which accompanies
this move. For as you must know, |
care deeply for this station and
have come to believe that its
continued existence is vital to this
community. | am speaking of
community in at least a twofold
sense: first, there is the small, sort
of. inner sanctum which includes
the staff, volunteers and ardent
listeners who have become a quasi
extended family and who would
undoubtedly succumb to mass
hysteria if KRCL vanished, and
second, there is the larger more
amorphous group which includes
Salt Lake City, the Wasatch Front,
the outlying rural areas of Utah
and some small portions out of

state. This latter community is
made up of listeners ranging from
the avidly loyal to the frenetic dial
puncher. Many of these folks are
regular listeners who enjoy only a
small segment of our format but
are nevertheless very supportive.
Both of these groups are better
because of KRCL. Clearly, the
reasons for this enrichment is
multi-layered, but for me the most
compeliing rationale for KRCL's
existence is the concept which is
basic to the underpinnings of
community raido itself; and unfor-
tunately, people are often only
subliminally aware of it. The
concept is called public access. In
theory all radio stations should be
public access stations to some
degree because supposedly we all
own the radio airwaves; but, in
reality it isn't practical and with
deregulation it is hardly ever
practiced. KRCL is not in the pure
sense a complete public access
station, but it plainly comes closer
than any other station in this area.
And for those people and groups
who have the will and the audacity
to take advantage of our facility,
the concept is working. Over the
last few years the on air quality
has improved and the diversity of
participants is impressive. And it is
comforting. The in-depth approach
to both musical and public affairs
programming has become our
hallmark.

Now, don't get me wrong. We
are by no means perfect.
Sometimes we lean embarassingly
to the left of left, but on balance
there is much to counter in the

larger media community in this
state. And surely no one still
harbors a belief in that hallowed
journalistic notion of objectivity.
Get serious?

And for all that binds me here,
there is a time and a season; and it
is time for me to move on. In
moving | am reminded of last week
when | was so very moved. | was
on the air when | heard about the
bombing of Libya and | felt as if
my heart would break. It seemed
so senseless, so barbaric and |
became immediately depresged.
On the air my feelings were, I'm
told, all too apparent. The response
| got was incredible. Many people
called, cared, commiserated and
felt as helpless and hopeless. And
then | began to realize that | had a
responsibility because | was on the
air and just because | was there |
wanted to give people some hope.
To hold out, to hope for a peaceful
world is to lend validity to the
possibility.

in my own struggle to find

some peace in my life | take a
daily run into the hills of
Emigration or Red Butte Canyon.
Sometimes the run dwindles to a
walk if the road gets too muddy
and | have to strike out across the
grass and rocks. When the late
afternoon or early morning light
catches the masses of seemingly
barren scrub oak, a rosy hue
shimmers across an entire valley.
And often | remember Alan Watts
intoning a haiku in his funny,
slightly high pitched voice:

A Rose Red City

Half as Old as Time.

And the chickadees, flutter-
clowns of woodlands, bring me
back to the peacefulness of the
moment while the ever present
breeze ruffles the sage and the
greasewood; and the bombings,
the testings and the brutalities of
war slip quietly into the
background.

Can there ever be peace, if it
does not start softly. in the human
heart?

In the | Ching or the Chinese
Book of Changes, peace is
described as “a time in nature
when heaven seems to be on
earth. Heaven has placed itself
beneath the earth, and so their
powers unite in deep harmony.
Then peace and blessing descend
upon all living things and all living
things bloom and prosper.”

In one of the Seth books and |
really can't remember, it's been
awhile since my Seth period, but |
still think this is applicable, he
says, “If you hate war, you will
always be fighting it, and if you
love peace, you will find it.”

| suppose | want the latter to be
true, and so | choose not to
participate in doomsday scenarios,
| want to believe in positive
eventualities. And as | begin my
new path which is as yet undeter-
mined, the gifts which have been
so freely given from the folks of
the KRCL extended family will be
remembered and appreciated. |
hope that each of you reading this
will find some peace as you travel
your various paths. | hope we may
all travel the path of heart and find
heaven on earth. Peace.
