1989 Jazz and Blues Festival

Periodically there is an event
in this state that can't be missed.
The Utah Jazz and Blues Festi-
val is one such event. Held at
the Snowbird Pavilion on Friday
and Saturday, July 28-29, the
Jazz and Blues Fest promises to
be the musical highlight of 1989
for fans of truly American music.

A good thing has been made
even better. Last year's success
with the Utah Jazz Festival has
prompted excitement over this
year's event.

Friday is blues night, and will
include a tasty variety of big-
name talent, topped off by the
James Cotton trio.

James Cotton plays blues har-
monica with fire and passion.
The New York Daily News wrote,
“We're talking about the blues,
loud and fast and getting down
dirty; we're talking about James
Cotton, a singer, stomper and
harp player extraordinaire.” After
more than forty years of playing
with musicians like Sonny Boy
Williamson, Howlin'Wolf, Bobby
“Blue” Bland and B.B. King, Cot-
ton is now recognized as legen-
dary in blues history and for his
fresh performances on today's
stages.

He won the 1987 W.C. Handy
International Blues Award, was
nominated for two Grammys and
was recently featured in David
Letterman’s band for one week
when the show visited Chicago.
Above all, James Cotton is
known for his love of the live au-
dience. “When | see people hav-
ing fun,” Cotton told the Chicago
Tribune, “it's the biggest payday |
ever had in my life.”

Preceding James Cotton is a
band that has headlined dozens
of festivals, the Elvin Bishop
Band. Bishop is a true American
original. With his trademark red
Gibson guitar, his “Pigboy Crab-
shaw” persona (complete with
straw hat and overalls), and his
unique brand of blues and coun-
try rock, Elvin Bishop has delight-
ed fans all over the world. Bish-
op has enjoyed fame on the pop
charts and in houserockin’ ses-
sions in bars and clubs every-
where.

Also in the lineup is Valerie
Wellington, a rising star in the
blues tradition, who can be seen

singing in the film “Great Balls of
Fire". Wellington has releases on
the Rooster Blues label as well
as on Alligator records. Under
30, she has entrenched herself in
the forefront of the next blues
generation. Her performances
are extraordinary and her voice is
a sonic guillotine. KRCL wel-
comes Chicago’s Queen of the
Blues, Valerie Wellington.
Another legend on the Snow-
bird stage will be John Ham-

he played with Levon and the
Hawks (later called The Band).
In 1966 a guitarist playing in
Hammond's band was discov-
ered -- Jimi Hendrix.

Over the next twenty years
Hammond released numerous al-
bums, toured nearly everywhere,
and played along with many of
the legends of blues.

His debut trip to Australia was
a resounding success, with hun-
dred of fans being turned away

mond, who is regarded as the
most outstanding solo blues artist
around. He has released over
twenty LP's, appeared in various
anthologies of blues greats, per-
formed in the sound track of the
motion picture “Little Big Man”,
and has recently won a Grammy
Award. In 1962

Hammond stepped into the
music scene in Los Angeles,
playing in small clubs or on street
corners. By the fall of that year
he had moved across America to
his hometown of New York City,
where he was hired to play at the
Old Gerdes Folk City. His first al-
bum was released in 1963. Ham-
mond’s first tour of England was
in 1965, where he played with
Graham Bond and John Mayall’'s
Bluesbreakers. Later that year

because of insufficient seating.
To ameliorate this problem, Ham-
mond returned for three separate
month-long tours.

Recently Hammond composed
and performed the music for the
soundtrack of the John Sayles
film, “Matewan”, and has played
with J.J. Cale, the Robert Cray
Band, Van Morrison, Stevie Ray
Vaughan, Jorma Kaukonen, John
Lee Hooker, and Willie Dixon.

One of his albums, Nobody
But You, was released in 1987,
and featured Paul James on gui-
tar, Gene Taylor (formerly of the
Blasters) on keyboards, Ken
Whitely on mandolin, stringbass,
and piano, Terry Wilkins on bass,
and Bucky Berger on drums.
KRCL and the Blues Fest is
proud to present one of the most

important acoustic blues artists in
the world, John Hammond.

The jazz portion of the Festi-
val commences at 4 pm on Sat-
urday afternoon with one of the
greatest line-ups of jazz musi-
cians that Utah has ever seen.

Local musicians Alvino Rey
and Bob Bailey kick off the eve-
ning with their exciting version of
jazz improvisation. Anyone who
attended last year's premier Jazz
Festival will surely remember
their stunning performances. Pi-
anist Bob Bailey always puts on
a show of pure tonal delight that
won't fail to please and excite
even the most demanding listen-
er. KRCL is proud to bring out
these hidden jazz treasures.

Following Rey and Bailey is
Liz Story. Says Story of her
own music, “It's a pretty non-
verbal process...Music is its own
language. I'm in a realm where
there aren't any words. The
meaning lies beyond the diction-
ary.” It is difficult to summarize
or categorize Story's music. Jim
Akin, in Keyboard, wrote, “She
strings long melodies through
shifting harmonies like rivers
streaming down rocky paths.”
But her music is beyond any de-
scription of it.

Story’s newest release, Part of
Eortune, is the best testament to

her distinctive talents. It demon-
strates her continuing growth in
music, and the warm side of her
talent.

Following Liz Story is a special
event -- Keshavan Maslak and
Michael Alperin. These musi-
cians were voted the hottest jazz
duo of the 80’s by the Soviets.
This is their first American tour,
and their performance is anxious-
ly awaited. In 1988 they had two
tremendously successful tours of
the USSR and now are getting
rave receptions across the USA.

Maslak is often referred to by
his fans as the avant garde
scholar of the saxophone. He
has performed in Canada, Bel-
gium, France, Eastern Europe,
the USSR, Japan, and Africa. he
has over 10 albums available in
the United States and has played
with Jack DeJonette, Ornette
Coleman, Sonny Murray, Larry
Coryell, Philip Glass, Laurie An-
derson, the Talking Heads and
Diana Ross -- diverse indeed.

Alperin, composer and pianist,

Alto Saxophonist Phil Woods...

was born in the Ukraine and
studied classical piano at the
conseratory in Moldavia. He
played for several years as a so-
list with the Moscow Philharmon-
ic Society, meanwhile playing
more eclectic work at local clubs
and festivals. Alperin has been
playing jazz for about a decade
now. he found a niche in the
Moscow and Leningrad avant
garde scene in the early 1980’s,
and has developed a style which
has become popular throughout
the USSR. This is a cross-
cultural even that shouldn’t be
missed.

Then Utahns are treated with
the Great Guitars. This coalition
of musical Rembrandts is com-
posed of Charlie Byrd, Barney
Kessel and Tal Farlow.

In the past few decades Char-
lie Byrd has been recognized as
a guitar maestro who is studied
by burgeoning as well as accom-
plished guitarists. After service
in WWII, Byrd studied music the-
ory and composition at Manhat-
tan’s jazz oriented Hartnett Na-
tional Music School, playing with
Sol Yaged, Joe Marsala, Alvy
West, and Freddie Slack. During
the 40’s and 50’s Byrd studied

composition with Thomas Sim-
mons, classical guitar with Soph-
ocles Papas, and Spanish classi-
cal guitar with Andres Segovia.
With such an unparalleled train-
ing, Byrd then commenced pro-
ducing records that leave the lis-
tener stunned. He has become a
guitar legend.

The name Barney Kessel is
synonymous with “great guitar-
ist”. However, Kessel says, “the
music is not in the guitar, it's in
the person”. Kessel's style is
widely imitated, and in addition to
recording and touring widely, he
is an influential guitar teacher,
author, and clinician. Above all,
he is concerned with sustaining a
high level of quality.

The final member of this musi-
cal triumvirate is Tal Farlow, who
taught himself to play on an old,
trashed guitar that had a mean
warp in the fretboard. his self-
teaching included using the left
thumb for several chords. He
slowly gained in reputation until
hired by Dardanelle in 1945.
Farlow accompanied the singer
in clubs along the east coast and
developed wide recognition. In
the 1980’s Farlow’s music has
been in high demand in Europe,

where he has been touring twice
ayear. Itis KRCL's pleasure to
announce Tal Farlow, Charlie
Byrd and Barney Kessel -- the
Great Guitars -- at Utah’s 1989
Jazz Fest.

The finale of Utah’s second
annual Jazz and Blues Festival is
the Phil Woods Quintet, argua-
bly the best working group in jazz
today. In an era of loud, over-
amplified music, the band works
completely without microphones;
a group for the solar age. The
quintet was originally a quartet,
and was founded in 1973.

This is a fine group in the real
sense of the word -- not just a
good soloist with a competent
backup band. Allthe great musi-
cians in the group bring their
unique talents to bear in creating
a pleasing blend. Each player
can swing with sensitivity and
force. They have placed consis-
tently in the Down Beat reader’s
poll and International Critic’s poll.
Woods personally won the num-
ber one alto saxophone category
every year from 1975 through
1986 (except 1980). In 1985 the
Italian Critics voted the Quintet

the “Best Jazz Group” in the
world, and voted their recording
Inteqrity the “best international
record”. The 1987 National As-
sociation of Jazz Educator’s poll

named them winners in the com-
bo category and Woods winner
in the alto sax category.

The Phil Woods Quintet
presents one of the finest, most
energetic working jazz bands to-
day. In concert, the Quintet dis-
plays extreme talent and sensi-
tive presentation. The finale of
the Jazz Fest will be truly excep-
tional.

By attending the Utah Jazz
and Blues Festival you will be re-
ceiving a healthy dose of cultural
medicine, and supporting a well-
grounded tradition of great Amer-
ican music. Rock and Roll may
be the most popular music today,
but when poppular music needs
a shot in the arm, it typically
comes from the exciting worlds
of Jazz or Blues.

KRCL is proud to be associat-
ed with the musicians of Utah
Jazz and Blues Festival, coming
July 28-29. Single passes are
available for separate nights, or a
two day pass may be purchased.

Little Feat Reunion at Triad Center

The long awaited, and long
overdue, reunion of Little Feat is
an occasion for looking both for-
ward and backward. The re-
lease of their new Warner Bros.
Records album, Let It Roll, is
likewise a cause for celebration
for those who remember this
electrifying assemblage of
uniquely gifted artists.

Little Feat will appear at the
Triad Ampitheatre, Tuesday, Au-
gust 29 at 7:30 p.m. Jeff Healey
opens. Tickets are available at
Cosmic Aeroplane, Gray Whale,
Smokey's and all Smith Tix for
$15.50.

From the dazzling cover art of
Neon Park to such quintessen-
tially Featesque performances
as "One Clear Moment", "Busi-
ness As Usual" and the opening
cut, “Hate to Lose Your Lovin™
(a song some will swear sur-
faced from forgotten outtakes of
Hoy Hoy! or Dixie Chicken) Let
It Roll does indeed mark more
than the reunion of a seminal
rock ‘n’ roll band. It is the contin-
uation of arich and rewarding
experiment in making music for
the love of it.

That experiment began back
in 1969, when a group of fledg-
ling players first got together to
write and perform music deeply
rooted in the eclectic spectrum
of American sounds, from R&B
to jazz to blues to classic rock 'n
roll. Fronted by the late Lowell
George, Little Feat recorded
nine vastly innovative albums
over the next eleven years. Little
Feat, Sailin' Shoes, Dixie Chick-
en, Feats Don't Fail Me Now,
The Last Record Album, Time
Loves A Hero, Waiting For Co-
lumbus, Down On The Farm
and Hoy Hoy!: it is a body of
work virtually unparalleled in
pop music annals and it earned
the group a reputation for excel-
lence built on evocative song-
writing and unerring ensemble
playing.

The death of Lowell George
in 1979 effectively brought a
close to the group's career, or
so it seemed in 1981 when the
surviving members released a fi-
nal album and went their separ-
ate ways.

It was in mid-1985 that these
five Feat got together again for

what was to be a one-time only
jam. "It was just for fun", reveals
Bill Payne. "We all had careers
so no one was really thinking
about getting the group back to-
gether. But what we realized
from that jam was that we were
still a band. What we had, we
still had and it was tremendously
exciting to discover that in each
other again. Lowell was gone,
but that was no longer a reason
not to continue. We started look-
ing around for a new lead sing-
er."

Enter Craig Fuller. Former
Pure Prairie League member,
Fuller had fostered a reputation
as one of the L.A. music scene's
most gifted songwriters and vo-
calists. His association with Lit-
tle Feat stretched back to the
group's final tour, when he
opened for them as part of the
Kaz Fuller Band. "We opened
and closed the audition the
same day", Paul Barrere recalls
of Fuller's tryout for the lead
singer slot. "Craig was perfect."

"l really didn't feel any trepi-
dation about stepping into Low-
ell's shoes", asserts Fuller.
"Sure, being in Little Feat is a re-
sponsibility, but it's not some-
thing I've got to work to fulfill. It
comes naturally."

Natural also was the recruit-
ment of Fred Tackett into the
new Little Feat line-up. Tackett
had been on the sidelines of the
band since their inception and
had written some key Feat cuts,
including "Fool Yourself," from
Dixie Chicken and "Be One
Now" from Down On The Farm,
as well as adding some tasty
licks on a number of other LPs.

When Payne, Barrere, Fuller
and Tackett began writing new
material for the tenth Little Feat
album, it was apparent that the
magic was intact.

The songwriting triumph
translated splendidly into the
studio where, with the assis-
tance of producer George Mas-
senburg, the group took three
months to create a worthy suc-
cessor to a long line of Little
Feat classics.

The Vietnam war was ex-
calating, and Holbrook was part
of a core group of anti-war acti-
vists on the University of Utah
campus called the April Commit-
tee. He had been a press rela-
tions person for the NAACP in
Mississippi and took the media
as his area of expertise in the
anti-war movement as well.

When KSL-TV ran an editorial
in favor of U.S. involvement in
Vietnam that year, the April Com-
mittee wrote a response and
asked KSL to air it.. KSL refused.
KSL's reasoning at that time,
Holbrook says, “was that to be
against the war was in and of it-
self an irresponsible position. It
became clear right then that we
needed media access if non-
traditional points of view were to
be heard.”

Some years passed. The war
got bigger, as did the opposition.
In the late 1960’s Paul Wharton
and Ethel Hale called attention to
the limited voices and perspec-
tives available to Utahns by filing
a suit, primarily against KSL,
pointing out and objecting to the
concentration of media owner-
ship in Utah.

During the late 60’s and early
70's Steve Holbrook was making
periodic trips to California for re-
gional meetings of anti-war
groups. At one march in Berke-
ly, it became obvious to Holbrook
that what was NOT happening in
Utah WAS happening in Califor-
nia; the local Pacifica Foundation
radio station, KPFA, was doing
live interviews and progress re-
ports from the march.

T he first seed of KRCL was

Early Years

Holbrook made it his business to
make contacts with the people
who operated both the Los An-
geles and the Berkeley Pacifica
stations. Along the way, he met
Lorenzo Milam, founder of the
Jackstraw Foundation, whose
commitment to alternative radio
and getting the news out was to-
tal. “Hang a microphone from a
rope, if necessary,” was Milam’s
approach, Holbrook says.

What Holbrook had seen of
Pacifica formed his vision of what
community radio should be, “a
place where messages from al-
ternative sources could be con-
tinually broadcast,” and of equal
important, “a coalescing place for
people to help them create their

own institutions.”
“I anywhere | could get it.”
He also clarified why the

station was necessaary and what
it might sound like. “Normal me-
dia serves about 60 percent of
the community, and the majority
community in Utah always has
plenty of outlets. The minority
had simply not been heard.”

Alternative political information
sharing was obviously at the
front of Holbrook’s mind, but he
understood that “alternative”
meant music too. “We under-
stood that if you want to share a
political or social message, you
first have to have the people’s in-
terest and attention.”

With help from community
groups and local officials, he got
some community development
money to help with the legal work
any FCC license application
would need. By late 1974 the
unnamed station had a board of
directors, but it would be five full
years before the first squeak of
Radio Free Utah would emanate
from above the Blue Mouse. In
between was lots of work, politics
and individual effort.

Paul Wharton and Ethel Hale
supervised the licensing process.
The FCC required a statement
about the need for a station: two
hundred interviews were con-
ducted and an opinion poll was
taken. Financial and engineering
reports were prepared. The first
FCC application was 10 inches
thick. Two days after it was sub-
mitted, the FCC froze all applica-
tions, and by the time the pro-

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cess was opened again, KRCL's
application was outdated and
needed to be prepared again.

The Federal Community Ser-
vices Administration (CSA)
proved to be a fruitful source of
startup funding. A small grantin
1978, on the promise of bilingual
broadcasting, paid salaries for
the first year of operation. Two
later and larger grants kept the
station moving through 1980.

Lola and Robert Redford were
visible early supporters of the
KRCL project. 200 signed cop-
ies of The Qutlaw Trail were
sold at Cosmic Aeroplane to ben-
efit KRCL's birth. The Redfords
also furnished the money to ena-
ble KRCL to broadcast in stereo
from the beginning.

Other speakers and lobbyists
on behalf of KRCL included Es-
ther Peterson from the Carter
White House, Skip Glines in Sen-
ator Jake Garn’s office, and Lane
Kirkland, president of the AFL-
ClO. In addition, Holbrook got
letters of support from 40 differ-
ent Utah groups.

Meanwhile, KSL and its par-
ent, Bonneville International,
came through with the gift of
equipment. KRCL had several
supporters at KSL, notably Wes

Bowen and Joe Kjar.

Kjar, a vice president of
Bonneville, phoned Holbrook with
some news. Bonneville had pur-
chased KRON-TV and KOIT ra-
dio in San Francisco and was
ready to install new equipment.
Holbrook could have KOIT’s
equipment -- if it was moved by
the weekend.

Holbrook called Don Wilson at
Pacifica in Los Angeles, who flew
to San Francisco. Diane Orr and
her father, George Hatch, lent
money to have the equipment
transported.

KRCL actually began in donat-
ed office space at Westminster
College. The administration
there supported the community
radio concept early and Westmin-
ster had members on the first
board of directors.

Dianne Orr and Mike Ehrman,
then co-owners of the Blue
Mouse and its building, offerred
the project free space for a year
and a lease beyond that, a propo-
sal which was impossible to re-
sist. KRCL moved in. The Blue
Mouse and Cosmic Aeroplane
would become the station’s first
underwriters.

he yearis 1979. There is
I a chewing gum and bail-

ing wire transmitter on
Farnsworth Peak. KRCL is
above the Blue Mouse, and there
are eight employees. Marty Ni-
man is program director, Steve
Holbrook is station manager,
there are four CETA employees
including John Renteria, Bob
Flores, and Donna Land Maldo-
nado (now KRCL's operations
manager). On December 3rd, at
3 pm the first signals are broad-
cast.

In those first days, the drama
of KRCL was centered around
Marty Niman’s efforts to fill the
spaces and avoid dead air.
KRCL opened first to the groups
which had suffered in silence.
There was space for native
Americans, blacks, hispanics,
women, the elderly, handicapped
and poor. In addition to his mu-
sic program, John Greene (who
was client services coordinator at
Utah Legal Services at the time)
did a weekly public affairs show
with people in the legal profes-
sion, talking about the problems
and programs affecting the poor
in Utah.

A grant from the Public Tele-
communication Facilities Pro-
gram bought KRCL the fine
transmitter that sits atop Farns-
worth Peak. But there was trou-
ble, big trouble, waiting.

The staff of eight had dropped
to six when Greene was hired as
development director in May of
1981. Bob Flores was in charge
of news and public affairs. Don-
na was there, and Sonny Pietra-
fessa had replaced Marty Niman
as combination program director
and chief engineer. Holbrook
would soon bow out as station
manager.

The problem was money. Vol-
unteers were being trained and
rushed on the air. Listenership
was increasing. The station had
moved to roomier quarters on
Eighth South. But Ronald Rea-
gan was in the White House.
The real possibility existed that
KRCL was going to collapse in
on itself. Twelve months were
left of the startup grant money
from CSA, and CSA no longer
existed. The CETA grants which
had paid early staff salaries and
had been there to employ wom-
en and minorities were now
gone, along with CETA itself.

Steve Holbrook had exhausted
both himself and his funding
sources, and when John Greene
was hired his mandate was to
find $60,000 in renewable in-
come over the next year.

“KRCL was started in a unique
way,” John says. “Lots of money
in the early going, then a rush to
create an audience to sustain it.
KRCL was like a pier built out
over the ocean. The waves
washed away the underpinnings
in ways most listeners never
knew. The superstructure was
gone” when all the grant money
ran out. “Then a bunch of little
people rushed in to hold half of it
up.”
In 1981 KRCL ran a deficit

and its staff was cut to three.
Alan Bowes came and went in
three months as station manag-
er, and late in the year John took
that job. Amazingly, the station
didn’t die.

KRCL relied on underwriting,
special events (concerts mostly),
program grants, and at the cen-
ter, Radiothon. The first Radio-
thon netted $11,000. KRCL now
depends on listener support for
roughly half of its operating ex-
penses. It seemed like that rush
to create an audience worked.

In February 1983 marvelous
Maggie Laun was hired as office
manager, and the underpaid staff
was complete. For nearly two
years Steve Holbrook looked on
from his position on the KRCL
Board to watch John Greene,
Donna Land Maldonado, Maggie
Laun and Lynne Van Dam
weathering many a storm. Says
Holbrook, “You could never have
found four more efficient and
dedicated people; people capa-
ble of handling crisis.

Working along with this staff
were many volunteers. Accord-
ing to Greene, “the framework
has simply enabled and empow-
ered people to come in and
create. It is the volunteers that
separate us from other radio.
The volunteers make us unpre-
dictable, make us ‘amateur’ in
the most flattering sense of the
word.”

While KRCL was born in oppo-
sition, “it stands for something af-
firmative and we emphasize the
communality of lots of special in-
terests and special audiences,
ponders Holbrook. “In a culture
where the force is overwhelming-
ly toward homogeneity, KRCL
demonstrates every day the pow-
er in diversity.”

AtroPop Program Airs Monday Afternoons

African music today is viva-
cious and has been streaming
across the Atlantic in waves dur-
ing the past few years.

AfroPop is a survey of the
variety to be found in the record-
ed and live musics across the Af-
rican continent.

The prominence of women in
popular African music is the top-
ic of one AfroPop program.

The voice and spiriit of Miriam
Makeba has been a recognized
treasure in folk music circles for
decades. A South African sing-
er, now exiled from her own
country, Makeba has been in-
fluential and successful in at-
tracting attention to both her mu-

sic and the plight of her people.

Another singer who has wov-
en a happy tapestry of music
and social comment is the king
of Zimbabwe'’s popular Chimu-
renga music, Thomas Mapfumo.

In the late 1970's, during Zim-
babwe'’s fight for independence,
Mapfumo, who sings in his na-
tive Shora language, pioneered
a new militant sound. The Rho-
desian government banned his
music from the radio and jailing
him for 90 days without trial.
Public outcry forced his release
in 1977.

Eclectic Tony Rice Unit Coming to Salt Lake City

He is acoustic music's man for
all seasons. Perhaps no other
single artist has had the impact
on the broad genre of contempo-
rary acoustic music than Tony
Rice--the consummate folk musi-
cian whose stylistic command
has gained him diverse camps all
over the landscape.

Afficianados of the acoustic
jazz style which swept the world
a few years back as "dawg" mu-
sic, consider him an integral part
of that music's development. To
bluegrass fans he represents the
fresh, straight-ahead direction in
the music so prevalent now
among the fourth generation
players.

But Rice himself seems to en-
joy reaching fans in the in-
between, who hang no pretense
on his style--who--in his words,
"like to listen and not categorize”
his music."

For the past three years he

has toured and recorded with a
trio of equally brilliant players
who include mandolinist Jimmy
Gaudreau, upright bassist Mark
Schatz and Tony's long-time
protege and younger brother,
Wyatt.

While his freewind style of
flatpicking is the sauce of the
music of the Tony Rice Unit, (it
is, after all, his original claim to
fame), Tony makes no bones
about the fact that singing ac-
counts for much of what he is
doing today.

“I'm not much of a critic of my
own work," he offers as he turns
on his hi-fi. "But this record
clicks pretty well, | think. There's
music here that only recently
I've had the guts to do."

There is a certain totality in
Tony's music these days, matur-
ing his 1970's reputation as the
top-gun bluegrass flatpicker. In-
deed, the past decade-and-a-

half has taken him from his days
as guitarist and singer with hard-
driven bluegrass of J.D. Crowe
and the New South to the jazz
eclecticism of the David Grisman
Quintet. The fact that there is
now more emphasis on the vocal
aspect of his work points to a
happy medium of those two per-
sonalities.

Native American, like its recent
predecessors Me And My Guitar
and Cold On The Shoulder dis-
plays Tony's long-held enthu-
siasm for music from the folk,
jazz, bluegrass and blues idioms.
Admittedly, song lyrics are an im-
portant concern of his, especially
those which deal with reflective
subjects. "l really don't have
much interest in your typical love
songs where every line is a
cliche," he says. "l tend to pay
more attention now to the songs
as a whole, rather than just the
parts that | thought sounded good

to me."

Tony Rice the record produc-
er is every bit as meticulous as
Tony Rice the musician. He may
spend months on a recording
project (a rarity in the often no-
frills business of acoustic music),
insisting that perfection be
achieved. This explains why he
was among the first acoustic
players to digitally record and
mix an album for the CD market-
-a standard the rest are now fol-
lowing.

Well into his second decade
as a state of the art player, Rice
has little to prove. Like his rock
counterpart Eric Clapton, Tony
Rice seems to find the challenge
of delivering a tune with integrity
and verve, whether bluegrass or
folk, enough to keep him grow-
ing as an artist.

For all his virtuosity, Rice
seems far from the shoals of
complacency. Like a true mas-
ter, he'll keep growing.

on the brink of terminal insolvency in
late 1981. For the next 7 years he
devoted himself to bringing KRCL to
maturity, and he did so at great
personal and economic sacrifice to
himself and his family. In his
stewardship of KRCL, John combined
intellectual rigor and a skill in
business management that he had to
learn on the job. He had, and has, a
feel for what this community lacks,
and he found ways to fill the void
whether that meant broadcasting
Iran-Contra hearings or taking KRCL
into the concert business, as a way of
bringing income to the station and
great musicians into our midst.

John brought accountability into a
world of volunteerism, which did not
always endear him to everyone. He

STEPPIN
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insisted that we all understand a truth
about community radio that makes it
something more than a playground
for those of us with esoteric tastes
and "alternative” lifestyles.
Community radio, he reminded us, is
a business, too. It disappears if it
goes broke; and it might as well
disappear if no one is listening.

When John Greene ate his cake,
and weeks later when he took his flag
and Jesse's, Katie's and Jeanie's
pictures off the wall and left the radio
station, we were all conscious that
KRCL was far from being the radio
station that John wanted it to be, or
dreamed that it could be. But |, for
one, was equally aware that wherever
KRCL is today, and opinions differ, it
is a much healthier place than John
Greene found it, and we should thank
him deeply for that.

(John Greene is now a member
of KRCL's Board of Trustees, and
was probably heard pitching during
April's Radiothon, his 18th.)
